Benefit Screener  The Atlanta Prosperity Campaign seeks to ensure that working families have access to all of the economic supports for which they are eligible.  Volunteers support this program by serving as Benefit Screeners (year-round) or Volunteer Income Tax Assistants (seasonal – January to April).
