What is the Georgia Nutrition 
Assistance Program (GNAP)?

• Georgia General Assembly and Department of Human 
Services (DHS) offer grant funding to Georgia food banks 
to provide food assistance to eligible families with 
children.

• This funding utilizes federal TANF (Temporary Assistance For 
Needy Families) dollars and as such is subject to those 
program provisions.

• The purpose of the program is to purchase and distribute 
nutritious foods to Georgia families with children that 
participate in TANF or are AT RISK of TANF eligibility. 

• This service assists families during periods of financial 
crisis and transition out of crisis to maintain their 
households and keeps families intact.



Program Guidelines
• GNAP foods can only be distributed to families with 

children in the household.
• GNAP eligibility must be determined using the eligibility 

form provided by Ga DHS.
• GNAP food can only be distributed to our neighbors 

during an annual 4-month distribution window.
• This year that window will be March 2026 to June 

2026
• All GNAP product must be ordered and distributed out 

of Food Bank and partner agency inventories between 
March 1st – June 30th.



ACFB’s Role In GNAP



ACFB 
Role in 
GNAP

• Purchase and distribute nutritious foods to provide 
continuing support to eligible families with 
children.

• Works with partner agencies to distribute GNAP 
food to eligible families with children

• Ensure distribution of GNAP food happens within 
the 4-month distribution period. No food 
purchased with GNAP funds may be distributed to 
households outside the four-month period.

• At the end of the 4-month distribution period, 
the Food Bank will verify that all GNAP food 
inventory has been fully distributed to households 
within the 4-month distribution period.



Examples of Food that might be 
Available
• Canned Tuna & Chicken
• Pop-Top Canned Meals 

(Ravioli, Lasagna, Spaghetti, 
etc..) 

• Canned Fruit
• Beef, Chicken, and Turkey 

Chubs

• Rice (Brown, White, Yellow) 
• Dry Beans (Black Lentils, 

Pinto, & Navy) 
• Canned Vegetables (Corn, 

Green Beans, Peas, Mustard 
Greens)

Partner Agency Role In  
GNAP



Which 
Agencies 
Are 
Eligible?

Only Partner Agencies that 
servefamilies with children may 
participate in the GNAP program. 
These include:

• Food Pantries
• Childcare Centers
• After-School Programs
• Family Shelters
• Schools

Partner Agencies that do not serve 
families with children will not be able 
to participate in the GNAP program.  
Partner Agencies must also sign an 
MOU regarding the GNAP guidelines

Identify
• Identify Families Eligible to receive GNAP food.
• Low-income families with children under age 18, and 

children age 18 and attending school full-time.
• Complete the GNAP eligibility form for all eligible 

families

Distribute

• Store & Distribute all GNAP food to 
eligible families within the 4-month 
distribution period.

Report
• Report monthly on the number of families served, their 

eligibility category and the remaining GNAP food in 
inventory.

Which 
Families 
Are 
Eligible 
At Food 
Pantries?

• Only households with minor children living in the home 
can receive GNAP.

• A minor is considered a child under age 18, and 
children age 18 and attending school full-time.

• A family must fall into one of the following categories 
to qualify for GNAP:

• Families currently enrolled in TANF
• Families defined as AT RISK who are currently 

enrolled in SNAP/Food Stamps, current recipient of 
SSI, current recipient of Medicaid, or Family income 
falls below 200% of the Federal Poverty Line(FPL)

• Neighbors will self-declare their eligibility by either 
• A) affirming they currently receive TANF cash assistance,
• B) affirming they meet one of the At-Risk conditions
• C) no verification by pantry staff is necessary

• Adults without children cannot receive GNAP foods.



How To Identify 
TANF Enrolled 
Families

Families who participate in the 
Temporary Assistance for Needy 
Families (TANF) Program receive 
monthly cash assistance from 
the government.
To help a family know if they are 
enrolled in TANF you can ask if they 
have received one of the following:

• TANF EBT card
• TANF eligibility letter from DFCS

Because of the small number of families 
participating in TANF, very few of your GNAP 
families will qualify for GNAP as TANF 
recipients.



• Georgia DHS identifies At-Risk families as 
having household income below 200% of 
the federal poverty line.  

• You can identify these families by asking 
them if they meet at least one of the At-
Risk qualifying conditions.

The vast majority of 
families you serve 
will be in the “At-
Risk” category.

This should be 
reflected in the 
records and reports 
you compile and 
submit to the Food 
Bank



How to Identify At 
Risk Families:

• They are a current SNAP/Food Stamp 
recipient.

• Current recipient of SSI, 
• Current recipient of Medicaid,  
• Family income falls below 200% of 

the Federal Poverty Line(FPL)



GNAP Eligibility Form

• All GNAP eligible families must have a completed 
eligibility form on file at the partner agency.

• GNAP eligibility forms must be maintained on file for at 
least 3 years.  (Current year and 3 previous years)

• Agency must track and be able to show each time 
GNAP foods are distributed to individual eligible 
families.  

  (Date of each distribution & lbs distributed.

Partner Agency Role: 
Store & Distribute GNAP Foods
• GNAP Foods Storage Requirements
• GNAP Foods Distribution Requirements



GNAP Foods Storage Requirements

• GNAP foods must be labeled as GNAP and stored 
separately form non GNAP foods.

• GNAP foods cannot be mixed in with other food.
• GNAP foods can only be in storage for the 4 month 

annual distribution window.



GNAP Distribution Requirements

• GNAP participating agencies must have a process in 
place to ensure that GNAP foods are only distributed 
to GNAP Eligible Families.

• Client Choice Pantries must label all GNAP foods when 
displayed for clients to choose.

• All GNAP foods must be distributed by the end of the 
four-month annual GNAP distribution period.

GNAP Record Keeping

• All GNAP eligible families must have a completed 
eligibility form on file at the partner agency.

• GNAP eligibility forms must be maintained on file for at 
least 3 years.  (Current year and 3 previous years)

• Agency must track and be able to show each time 
GNAP foods are distributed to individual eligible 
families.  

  (Date of each distribution & lbs distributed).



GNAP Reporting Requirements

• All GNAP participating agencies must complete the 
previous months GNAP distribution and inventory 
numbers on GNAP Report and GNAP On Hand report 
every month by the 9th day of the month.

• Failure to complete reporting on time will result in 
eHarvest being locked for ordering until the reports are 
completed.

• Failure to complete reports on time for multiple months 
can lead to removal from the GNAP program.



What About Record Keeping for 
Food Pantries?

There are two separate reports on E-Harvest used to report GNAP food 
distribution:

1st Report: GNAP Households Report
• Indicate the number of households receiving GNAP
• Capture how the household is eligible for GNAP (TANF, TANF 

Transitional, or At-risk)
• The total # of households served by each category are submitted to 

the State Monthly.  Accurate reporting is very important to maintain 
funding.  Please be sure to accurately record the number of 
households in the correct fields.

2nd Report: GNAP On Hand Report

• Indicate the # of lbs. of GNAP food distributed that month and the # of lbs. 
of GNAP food still on hand on the last day of the month.

Reports are due by the 9th day of each month (Ex. March report is due on 
April 9th)

Training Complete: Key Takeaways: 

GNAP is a program for agencies that serve children…

All GNAP Food must be distributed within the 4-month ACFB GNAP distribution period to eligible 
families with children.

A family must fall into one of two categories to quality for GNAP: TANF Recipient, or At-Risk.

Accurate distribution and Inventory numbers must be reported by the 9th each month.

All Partner agencies participating in GNAP must Sign an MOU regarding the program guidelines.
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
